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Coastal Mountains Land Trust has protected
more than 5,000 acres since 1986, beginning
in Rockport and Camden, then expanding
gradually throughout upper western Penobscot Bay. We work
cooperatively with individual land owners, secking the best

methods to permanently conserve the scenic and natural

resources of their land. Some properties are protected by
Conservation Easements (¥§), permanent covenants deeded to
the Land Trust to protect conservation values. Our Preserves
(*) are properties owned by the Land Trust that offer the
public opportunities to experience natural landscapes, and

feature more than twelve miles of trails.

P ] anned GgﬁS include a set of options that can be crafted
to best fit the donor’s family and financial circumstances while
endowing the capacity of the Land Trust to forever care for its
conservation lands. As is the case with all qualified donations,
significant tax benefits can result, reducing income and estate
taxation.

I A Bequest of assets, such as cash or stocks, can be left to Coastal
Mountains Land Trust through your will by dedicating a specific
asset or the residue of your estate. If you have already prepared a
will, a simple amendment or codicil can be added to create your
bequest.

I By creating a Charitable Remainder Trust with assets totaling
$100,000 or more, a donor can receive an income for life while
designating the Land Trust as the ultimate beneficiary of the assets
in the trust.

[ A Charitable Lead Trust can also be created with assets of
$100,000 or more, but under this trust the Land Trust receives
income from the trust during its term, and at the end of the term
the assets are released to the donor or the donor’s heirs.

I The Land Trust can be named as the beneficiary of an Individual
Retirement Account, avoiding the capital gains and income
taxes on the appreciated value of the IRA upon distribution.

I If the Land Trust is named as the owner and beneficiary of a Life
Insurance policy, all premiums you pay are tax deductible gifts.
Additionally, the cash value of the policy, accumulating over time,
can be accessed should the Trust need it.

I Gifts of Real Estate may include lands suitable for conservation,
as well as other properties that can be sold to endow the Land
Trust’s program. Because these options are so diverse, please
contact the Land Trust when planning a donation of real estate so
your intentions for the gift are properly met.
